Settlement Agreement and Order

1. National Media Corporation
(hereinafter, ““National Media” or
“Respondent’’), a corporation, enters
into this Settlement Agreement and
Order (hereinafter, “Agreement”) with
the staff of the Consumer Product Safety
Commission pursuant to the procedures
set forth in 16 CFR §1118.20 of the
Commission’s Procedures for
Investigations, Inspections,and Inquiries
under the Consumer Product Safety Act,
15 U.S.C. 2051, et seq, (““CPSA™).

I. The Parties

2. The “staff” is the staff of the
Consumer Product Safety Commission
(hereinafter, “Commission” or “CPSC"),
an independent regulatory commission
of the United States established
pursuant to section 4 of the CPSA, 15
U.S.C. 2053.

3. National Media is a corporation
organized and existing under the laws of
the State of Delaware, with its principal
corporate offices located at 1700 Walnut
Street, Philadelphia, PA 19103.

Il. Allegations of the Staff

4. Between 1991 and 1993, National
Media distributed approximately 77,000
units of the Juice Tiger Juicer, Models
No. 204-SP and JE-1000 (hereinafter,
“Juice Tiger’). National Media is,
therefore, a “‘distributor’” and a “private
labeler” as those terms are defined in
sections 3(a)(5) and (7)(A) of the
Consumer Product Safety Act (CPSA),
15 U.S.C. 2052(a)(5) and (7)(A).

5. The Juice Tiger is a portable
household appliance that pulps fruits
and vegetables and turns them into
juice. The Juice Tiger is a “‘consumer
product” which was * distributed in
commerce” as those terms are defined
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
