The Rural Housing Voucher Program,
authorized under Section 542 of the
Housing Act of 1949, is designed to
provide tenant protections in properties
that prepay their mortgages after
September 30, 2005. These Vouchers are
portable and will enable tenants to
continue to access affordable housing
without benefit of the traditional Rental
Assistance Program.

A. New Construction Loan Funds.

B. National Office New Construction
Set-asides. The following legislatively
mandated set-asides of funds are part of
the National office set-aside:
