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or loan programs or the rights and
obligations of recipients thereof; or (4)
raising novel legal or policy issues
arising out of legal mandates, the
President’s priorities, or the principles
set forth in the Executive Order. A
regulatory impact analysis (RIA) must
be prepared for major rules with
economically significant effects ($100
million or more in any 1 year), and a
“significant” regulatory action is subject
to review by the Office of Management
and Budget (OMB).

HHS does not believe that the
proposal to delay the effective date of
the January 5, 2017, final rule will have
an economic impact of $100 million or
more, and is therefore not designated as
an “‘economically significant” interim
final rule under section 3(f)(1) of the
Executive Order 12866. Therefore, the
economic impact of having no rule in
place related to the policies addressed
in the final rule is believed to be
minimal, as the policies would not yet
be required or enforceable.

The Regulatory Flexibility Act (RFA)

The Regulatory Flexibility Act (5
U.S.C. 601 et seq.) (RFA) and the Small
Business Regulatory Enforcement and
Fairness Act of 1996, which amended
the RFA, require HHS to analyze
options for regulatory relief of small
businesses. If a rule has a significant
economic effect on a substantial number
of small entities, the Secretary must
specifically consider the economic
effect of the rule on small entities and
analyze regulatory options that could
lessen the impact of the rule. HHS will
use an RFA threshold of at least a 3
percent impact on at least 5 percent of
small entities.

For purposes of the RFA, HHS
considers all health care providers to be
small entities either by meeting the
Small Business Administration (SBA)
size standard for a small business, or for
being a nonprofit organization that is
not dominant in its market. The current
SBA size standard for health care
providers ranges from annual receipts of
$7 million to $35.5 million. As of
January 1, 2017, over 12,000 covered
entities participate in the 340B Program,
which represent safety-net health care
providers across the country. HHS has
determined, and the Secretary certifies,
that this interim final rule will not have
a significant impact on the operations of
a substantial number of small
manufacturers; therefore, we are not
preparing an analysis of impact for this
RFA. HHS estimates that the economic
impact on small entities and small
manufacturers will be minimal. HHS
welcomes comments concerning the
impact of this interim final rule on

small manufacturers and small health
care providers.

Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

Section 202(a) of the Unfunded
Mandates Reform Act of 1995 requires
that agencies prepare a written
statement, which includes an
assessment of anticipated costs and
benefits, before proposing ‘““any rule that
includes any Federal mandate that may
result in the expenditure by State, local,
and Tribal governments, in the
aggregate, or by the private sector, of
$100 million or more (adjusted annually
for inflation) in any one year.” In 2013,
that threshold level was approximately
$141 million. HHS does not expect this
rule to exceed the threshold.

Executive Order 13132—Federalism

HHS has reviewed this interim final
rule in accordance with Executive Order
13132 regarding federalism, and has
determined that it does not have
“federalism implications.” This interim
final rule would not “have substantial
direct effects on the States, or on the
relationship between the national
government and the States, or on the
distribution of power and
responsibilities among the various
levels of government.” This interim
final rule would not adversely affect the
following family elements: Family
safety, family stability, marital
commitment; parental rights in the
education, nurture, and supervision of
their children; family functioning,
disposable income or poverty; or the
behavior and personal responsibility of
youth, as determined under Section
654(c) of the Treasury and General
Government Appropriations Act of
1999.

Paperwork Reduction Act

The Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995
(44 U.S.C. 3507(d)) requires that OMB
approve all collections of information
by a federal agency from the public
before they can be implemented. This
interim final rule is projected to have no
impact on current reporting and
recordkeeping burden for manufacturers
under the 340B Program. This interim
final rule would result in no new
reporting burdens. Comments are
welcome on the accuracy of this
statement.
