The National
Survey of Victim Service Providers will
gather data on the number of victims
served by type of crime, victim
characteristics, types of services
provided, criminal justice and
community relationships, service gaps,
and VSP staff size, turnover, and
characteristics. BJS plans to publish
information from the NSVSP in reports
