The United States filed this lawsuit
under the Comprehensive
Environmental Response,
Compensation, and Liability Act. The
United States’ complaint seeks recovery
of EPA’s past response costs for the
cleanup of the Shoemaker Street
Superfund Site in Detroit, Michigan.
The consent decree requires the
defendant to pay $425,000 of EPA’s past
response costs. Upon payment, the
defendant will receive a covenant not to
sue for any EPA response costs related
to the Site that predate the entry of the
consent decree.

(3) either—

(A) the workers’ firm is a supplier and
the component parts it supplied to the
firm described in paragraph (2)
accounted for at least 20 percent of the
production or sales of the workers’ firm;
OR

(B) a loss of business by the workers’
firm with the firm described in
paragraph (2) contributed importantly to
the workers’ separation or threat of

2252(f)(1)) with respect to the
affirmative determination described in
paragraph (1)(A) is published in the
Federal Register under section 202(f)(3)

Post-initial determinations are issued
after a petition has been certified or
denied. A post-initial determination
may revise a certification, or modify or
affirm a negative determination.

Affirmative/Negative Determinations
Regarding Applications for
Reconsideration

The certifying officer may grant an
application for reconsideration under
the following circumstances: (1) If it
appears on the basis of facts not
previously considered that the
determination complained of was
