State
Apprenticeship Councils are also
obligated to keep adequate records
pertaining to determination of
compliance with these regulations. All
of the above records are required to be
maintained for five years. If this
information was not required, there
would be no documentation that the
apprenticeship programs were being
operated in a nondiscriminatory
manner. Many apprenticeship programs
are 4 years or more in duration;
therefore, it is important to maintain the
records for at least 5 years.
