(f) [An appellant or counsel for an
appellant may move to withdraw his
petition at any time. See Rule 30.]

(f) An appellant or counsel for an
appellant may move to withdraw his
petition at any time by filing a motion
pursuant to Rule 30. Such a motion
shall substantially comply with the
requirements of Rule for Courts-Martial
1110, and be accompanied by a written
request for withdrawal that includes
the following:

(1) A statement that the appellant and
counsel for the appellant have
discussed the appellant’s right to
appellate review, the effect of
withdrawal, and that the appellant
understands these matters;

(2) A statement that the motion to
withdraw the petition is submitted
voluntarily and cannot be revoked; and

(3) The signatures of the appellant
and counsel for the appellant.

Comment: The requirements for
submitting a motion to withdraw a
petition for grant of review should be
changed to ensure that the appellant is
personally aware of the motion and that
it is submitted voluntarily with full
knowledge of its meaning and effect.
