Abstract: The Energy Policy and
Conservation Act of 1975 (EPCA), as
amended, prescribes energy
conservation standards for various
consumer products and certain
commercial and industrial equipment,
including residential furnaces. EPCA
also requires the DOE to determine
whether more stringent amended
standards would be technologically
feasible and economically justified and
would save a significant amount of
energy. DOE is considering amendments
to its energy conservation standards for
residential non-weatherized gas
furnaces and mobile home gas furnaces
in partial fulfillment of a court-ordered
remand of DOE’s 2011 rulemaking for
these products.

Abstract: Once completed, this
rulemaking will fulfill DOE’s statutory
obligation under EPCA to either propose
amended energy conservation standards
for commercial water heaters and hot
water supply boilers, or determine that
the existing standards do not need to be
amended. (Unfired hot water storage
tanks and commercial heat pump water
heaters are being considered in a
separate rulemaking.) DOE must
determine whether national standards
more stringent than those that are
currently in place would result in a
significant additional amount of energy
savings and whether such amended
national standards would be
technologically feasible and
economically justified.
